1. Boldness to share Christ and stand for the truth of
God’s Word comes from the place of love- because God
is love. 71 John 4:15-18; Acts 4:13; Acts 4:14-18

2. Boldness to share Christ and speak up for the truth

of God’s Word has always been opposed by the world,
and the world will continue to try to silence the voices of
truth. 2 Corinthians 4:4; Acts 4:19-22

3. God’s power for boldness enables us to stand up for
Jesus and the truth of the Word of God even when it may
result in the loss of our freedom and the possibility of
being penalized. Acts 4:23-30

4. How do we respond to the increasing possibility of loss
of freedom and being penalized for standing up for God’s
Word? We secure God’s power by praying together. Acts
4:31; Matthew 10:.26-39
