1. God wants the Church, His body, to enjoy His amazing
riches and inheritance for us. Ephesians 3:1-6; Ephesians

2. God’s purpose for the Church is that we display His
wisdom Ephesians 3:10-11

3. One great benefit we enjoy right now is to boldly and
confidently live in God’s presence. Ephesians 3:12-13

In this series “Ephesians: God’s Grace to Us”, we are going to SOAP our way
through Ephesians. That means for our reading guide, every day there will be
just a few verses from Ephesians to meditate on. We will do that by SOAPing.
This works best if you have a journal, where each day you:

S- Scripture: Write out each verse

O- Observation: Write out what the verse is saying. You can use a
commentary for this.

A- Application: Write out how the verse applies to my life, how does this truth
impact me?

P- Prayer: Pray for God to work this truth deep into my mind and heart.
